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Charging the Mic

Insert the small connector of the supplied micro-USB cable into the USB
charging port on the underside of the mic. Insert the large connector into
the USB port on a computer, a USB charging device, or a 5V USB adapter
(not included) and plug into a wall socket.

On low battery, a tone will be periodically heard, indicating that the mic
needs to be charged.

Getting Started

Powering ON/OFF
« Press and hold the [ ()] button to power the microphone ON and OFF.

Changing Input Modes

« Press the [ (h] button to switch input modes.

Bluetooth Pairing

1. Power the mic ON. A tone will be heard indicating that the mic is
powered ON. After a moment a voice will be heard indicating the mic
is in Bluetooth mode.

2. Set your mobile device to search for Bluetooth devices. When it
appears, select AR461DISCO from the list of found devices.

3. After a successful pairing, you will be able to play music through the
microphone’s speaker.

Using the Disco Ball
Plug the USB connector of the included disco ball into the USB port on
the bottom of the microphone. It will only plug in in one direction.

The microphone must be charged and powered ON for the disco ball to
work.

Connecting a USB Device
Insert the connector of your USB device into the USB audio input on the
underside of the mic.

If the mic does not automatically switch to USB mode, press the [(D]
button.

Connecting a TF Card
Insert a TF card into the TF card slot on the underside of the mic.

If the mic does not automatically switch to TF card mode, press the [(D]
button.

Adjusting Playback & Volume

« Press the [»II] button to pause/resume playback.
« Press the [A] and [\] buttons to skip tracks.

« Press the [ +]and [ — ] buttons to adjust volume.

Using the FM Radio

For best FM reception, make sure the mic has clear line of sight to the sky.
Switch to FM radio mode by pressing the [ (}) ] button.

« Press and hold the [»]|] button to scan and save nearby radio stations.
« Press the [/A] and [\ ] buttons to skip through saved stations.

Using with a Karaoke App

1. Pair to your device with Bluetooth (refer to the Bluetooth Pairing
section of this user manual).

2. Open the karaoke app of your choice.

Using with a Non-Karaoke App

1. Pair to your device with Bluetooth (refer to the Bluetooth Pairing
section of this user manual).

2. Open the music-playing app of your choice.

3. While music is playing, press the [ € ] button to mute/reduce the
volume of the vocals. Not all music apps/files will support this
functionality.

Microphone Sound Effects

« Adjust microphone volume and echo effect with the sliders on the front
of the mic.

+ The volume of the sound effects is controlled with the mic echo slider.

« Press and hold the [ & ] button to change the microphone effect.

Using the Audio Output
You can connect the microphone to a pair of headphones or speaker
using the audio output jack on the underside of the mic.

Insert the connector of a 3.5 mm AUX cable (not included) into the audio
output jack. Insert the other end(s) into the audio input jack of your audio
device.
