Charging the Headphones

Plug the small connector of the included charging cable into the micro-USB
charging port on the headphones. Plug the large connector into a USB power
source such as the USB port on a computer, or into a 5V USB adapter (not
included) and plug into a wall socket.

The LED indicator will turn RED while charging and turn OFF when fully charged.
On low power, a tone will be heard indicating that the headphones need to be
recharged.

Powering ON/OFF

e Press and hold the [ )\l ] button to power ON and OFF

Bluetooth Pairing

1. Power the headphones ON. A tone will be heard, and the LED indicator will
flash RED and BLUE.

2. Set your mobile device to search for Bluetooth devices. When it appears, select
ARBT255 from the list of found devices.

3. Once successfully paired, a tone will be heard, and the LED indicator will turn
solid BLUE.

Playback will be controlled from your paired device, or the controls on the

headphones’ earcup listed below.

e Press the [ ) \PII ] button to pause playback. Press again to resume.

e 3x press the [ \PIl ] button to activate Siri® or your Voice Assistant if your
device has one installed.
