e Press the [(h\PII ] button to pause playback. Press again to resume.

® 3x press the [(O\PII ] button to activate Siri® or your Voice Assistant if your device has one
installed.

Charging the Headphones

Plug the small connector of the included charging cable into the micro-USB charging port on
the headphones. Plug the large connector into a USB power source such as the USB port on
a computer, or into a 5V USB wall adapter (not included).

USB Power
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The LED indicator will turn RED while charging and turn OFF when fully charged. On low
power, a tone will be heard indicating that the headphones need to be recharged.

Powering ON/OFF

Please charge the headphones fully before using.

e Press and hold the [() \Pl] button to power ON and OFF.

¢ \When powered ON, the headphones may automatically reconnect to the device it was
most recently paired to, so long as that device is within connection range (30 ft.) and
Bluetooth is enabled.

e The headphones will automatically power OFF if they have not paired to a Bluetooth device
after 5 minutes.
