Charging the Headphones

3. After a successful pairing, a voice will be heard and the LED indicator will
slowly flash BLUE.

In Bluetooth mode, playback and volume can be adjusted with the on-ear controls,
or with your paired device.

e Press the [ »II] button to pause and resume playback.

e Press the [-44] and [ »»+] buttons to adjust volume.

e Press and hold the [-44] and [ M»+] buttons to skip tracks.

Phone Calls

To use the phone functions on the headphones, you must be connected to a

Bluetooth-enabled device.

e Press the [P11] button to answer and end phone calls. Playback will automatically
pause and resume.

e 2x press the [»11] button to dial the last outgoing phone number.
