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Charging the Speaker

Note: If you have been using the speaker in wet conditions, you must dry it off completely before
unsealing the waterresistant cover to charge.

Plug the large connector into the USB port
on a computer or a 5V USB adapter and plug into an electrical socket.

The LED indicator on the top of the speaker will light up RED while charging and turn OFF
when fully charged.
