LED Screen Charging LED Indicator

Using the USB Input
Insert a USB device into the USB device input port on the speaker. The speaker will auto-
matically switch to USB input mode and begin playing music off the device. The LED screen
will indicate USB input mode.

Note: To listen to music on your USB device, you may need to have files stored in the root folder of the
device.
