Using the AUX Input

Insert one end of a 3.5 mm auxiliary cable (not included) into the AUX input port on the
speaker. Insert the other end into the headphone jack or 3.5 mm aux output port on your
media-playing device.

Switch input modes until you reach AUX mode.
In AUX mode, all playback will be controlled by your connected device.

Using the Lights
