Using the Steamer
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Connecting to Power

Plug the small connector of the included power cable into
the micro-USB power port on the back of the steamer.

Plug the large connector into a USB power source, such as
the USB port on a computer, or a 5V USB wall adapter (not

included).
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Setting Up
1. Pull up on the top to remove. Pull
the wick holder from the cover.
2. Remove the wick from the wick
holder. Place the spring at the
bottom of the wick holder.
. Wet the entire sponge wick and
place back inside.
Pour water into the tank. Do not
exceed MAX level line. Use pure
water ONLY - do not add
essential oils, which can damage
the humidifier.
. Replace the steamer top, and
press closed.

Note: Make sure the water in the
tank is above the bottom of the
cotton wick.

Place spring
below wick

*Do not lose ‘
spring
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Using the Humidifier

Set up and connect to power.
Wash your face. You may exfoliate, if desired.

Place your face 10" / 25 cm away from the steam vent on the
humidifier.

10" /25 cm =i /,

Steam for 3-6 minutes. Do not steam for
more than 10 minutes

* Press the Power button on i
the back of the humidifier to Ix Press:

power ON in Continuous Mist Comtmuo-us Mist
Mode. 2x Press:

Intermittent Mist
3x Press:
Power OFF

* Press the Power button a
2nd time to enter
Intermittent Mist Mode.

* Press the Power button a 3rd
time to power OFF.

The humidifier will
automatically power OFF after
4 hours in Continuous Mist
Mode.

After Use
Disconnect from power after using. Remove cover, and
empty excess water out of tank. Store in a cool, dry location.

Replace wick approximately once a month. Replacement
humidifier sticks (8 x 150 mm) can be purchased online.
