Getting Started

Choosing a Location

Choose a non-flammable, heat-resistant surface near a wall
outlet. Never use the straightener where it could fall into
water. Do not let the hot plate touch a towel, fabric, or
anything flammable.

Powering ON/OFF

* Move the power switch on the inside O N
of the straightener to the “—” position
to power the straightener ON.

» Move the power switch to the “O” o O F F
position to power OFF,

Using the Brush

For best results, wash, comb and dry hair until damp to the
touch. The straightener can also be used on dry hair at any
time.

1. Connect to power & power ON

2. Wait 3-5 minutes for the straightener to heat up fully.

3. Grab a section of hair, holding onto the end with one hand,
and pull away from your scalp.

Clamp the iron part of the straightener onto the top of the
section of hair, and slowly move down along the section.

. Repeat with other sections of hair.

. When finished, power the straightener OFF and unplug.
Wait until the straightener cools completely before storing

Cleaning & Storage
Let the straightener cool down completely before cleaning or
storing.

Clean only with a dry or damp cloth. Never submerge in water
or use abrasive or chemical solvents.

Store in a cool, dry area, away from heat, wind and water.
