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Getting Started

Charging the Speaker

Undo the protective rubber seal on the back of the speaker. Insert the small
connector of the supplied USB charging cable into the charging port on the
speaker. Insert the large connector into the USB port on a computer or into a
compatible 5V USB adapter (not inciuded) and plug into an electrical outlet.

The charging LED indicator will turn RED while charging and turn OFF when fully
charged. When low on power, a tone will be heard, indicating that the speaker
should be charged.

Using in Wet Conditions

This speaker has an Ingress Protection rating of IPX5. This means that it is
protected against water splashes from all directions. It is NOT protected from
submersion in water, such as flooding.

Always make sure that the protective rubber seal is completely covering the
control panel before using the speaker in wet conditions. Never charge the
speaker in wet conditions.

If the Speaker Gets Wet

Move the speaker to a dry location, dry the speaker off, then undo the rubber seal,
checking that nothing underneath the seal is wet, before attaching any cables to
the charging port.

Powering ON/OFF

3. Once successfully paired, a tone will be heard and the Bluetooth LED indicator
will slowly flash BLUE.

Once paired, you can adjust media playback and volume with the controls on your
paired device.
