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Using the FM Radio

Press the [M] button until you hear a voice indicating FM Radio mode.

« Plug in the micro USB connector of the provided 2 in 1 cable as an antenna.
« Press the [ l4«4] and [ PP ] buttons to skip stations.

NOTE: The FM radio will have best reception where there is a clear line of sight to the sky.
Using a Micro SD Card

While the speaker is powered off, insert a micro SD card into the micro SD card slot.
